Profile of Military-Focused Initiatives

National Association of Counties (NACo)
NACo has been working with the Conservation Fund (TCF) to develop a training curriculum to help forge compatible land use partnerships between military installations and their surrounding communities in order to accomplish shared goals and avoid encroachment.  With support from the Department of Defense and in partnership with the Conservation Fund (TCF), NACo will hold a pilot training for Ft. Stewart, Georgia and its surrounding communities in the Fall of 2006.  This pilot will serve as a model for future trainings to help counties establish collaborative partnerships with their local military installations.  
NACo is also planning an educational session for its August 4-8 Annual Conference to address encroachment surrounding military facilities.  The session, titled Encroachment is a Two-Way Street:  How Counties and Military Bases Can Work Together, will promote effective communication between county officials and local military installations.  Workshop presenters will provide examples of how county officials, military personnel and community partners have worked together to achieve common goals of compatible land use around military installations.  The session will be repeated twice during the 5-day conference.
