Profile of Military-Focused Initiatives

Council of State Governments (CSG)
At its December 2005 Annual Meeting, CSG passed a resolution encouraging Governors, state legislatures, Congress, and military leaders to seriously engage in discussions about how best to work in partnership to protect military training and testing facilities from encroachment.  The resolution also placed all parties on notice that passively accepting the base realignment and closure (BRAC) process is completed is erroneous.  The policy statement recognizes that the military’s strength is predicated on its ability to train and test equipment for the next conflict;  and many local and state economies are based on revenues directly and indirectly resulting from military facilities and personnel.  The resolution further promotes encroachment buffer zones as one method for protecting the viability of military facilities and encourages incentives and tax credits for property owners selling lands for such purposes.  
The resolution was sent to the Governors of all 50 states, the Secretary of Defense, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, and each member of the U.S. Congress.
