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Welcome and Introductions 

· Chris Russo, North Carolina DENR, and Alex Beehler, DoD, started the session and introduced Vince Adams, DOE, and Gail Cooper, EPA.

· Bill Holman of the Nicholas Institute at Duke University announced a conference on December 17-18 on ecosystem services and their valuation.

Report on the Activities of the ECOS-DoD Sustainability Work Group
· Chris Russo provided an overview of the products of the Emerging Contaminants Task Group including a paper on provisional risk values, a paper on risk communication, and the results of a survey of states on emerging contaminants.
· Chris Russo provided an overview of the work of the Compatible Use and Sustainability Task Group which includes developing customizable briefing on compatible use, hosting a conference on sustainability, and developing a draft action plan document on sustainability.

DOE’s Road Map for Cleanup
· Vince Adams from DOE’s Office of Environmental Management presented their Roadmap for Cleanup and talked about the multiyear program plan they are developing to implement it.  
· He discussed the extent of the cleanup challenges they are facing as they address groundwater contamination at 60 sites in 22 states.  He also discussed the types of contaminants present and remedies used at the sites.

· He said that DOE is working to develop an integrated program through leveraging expertise and scientific research from DOE National Laboratories, other Federal agencies, private industry, and academia in finding solutions to cleaning up contaminated groundwater

Introduction and Description of DSMOA Issues

· Jennifer Roberts, Alaska DEC, provided an overview of the issues that states are facing related to new interpretations of DSMOA including: being required to use dispute resolution rather than enforcement for violations; restrictions on reimbursable activities; and identification of state associations such as ASTSWMO and ECOS as ineligible for DERA funds.

Discussion of Addressing DSMOA Issues

· Bob King, South Carolina DHEC, stated that he and DoD had talked about holding a meeting to discuss and try to address some of the DSMOA issues.  He said that if this meeting is held he hoped each state would think about how and who should engage from their state.

· Alex Beehler stated that he had been talking with his service (Army, Navy, Air Force) counterparts on these issues.
· He stated that DoD has been working with California to get a clear description of their issues and to try to respond to them.  He said that if there were any issues that could not be resolved through correspondence DoD would offer to meet with California to try to address them.  He stated that how issues were resolved with California would set a precedent for the other states.  

· Maureen Gorsen, California DTSC, said she would share their correspondence with DoD with the other states and indicated to DoD that they would want a chance to coordinate and discuss the issues and potential outcomes with other states.  
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
