Waste Committee Notes

2007 Annual Meeting

September 18 – Sun Valley, Idaho

Welcome and Updates – John Corra, Wyoming DEQ

· John started the meeting and provided a summary of the committee’s activities related to Brownfields reauthorization since the 2007 Spring Meeting.

Resolution Honoring Tom Kennedy – Jay Ringenberg, Nebraska DEQ

· Jay introduced the resolution honoring Tom Kennedy for his work at ASTSWMO.  The resolution was passed by the Committee.
Petition by Electronic Industries Alliance to Preempt Maine Regulations – David Littell, Maine DEP

· David presented an overview of the petition that the Electronics Industries Alliance has submitted to DOT under the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act that would preempt Maine’s waste rules.  This petition could have nationwide effects.

· David asked the states to send in comments on the petition when it was released for comment in September or October.

· The Committee agreed to send a letter to Susan Bodine, Assistant Administrator of OSWER, asking for her support of the states in this issue.

· Maine agreed to work with the Committee to create a draft letter for states to use to send in comments on the petition.

DSMOA Update – Bob King, South Carolina DHEC

· Bob provided an overview of the issues states are facing related to DSMOA and that he has been working with the Department of Defense on setting up a meeting to discuss how to move forward.  He encouraged states to participate in the meeting.

ASTSWMO Update – Gerald Hardy, Alabama DEM

· Gerald provided an overview of the activities that ASTSWMO is currently pursuing including:  State-EPA Memoranda of Agreement, Energy Policy Act implementation, alternative fuels work, coal combustion waste disposal, the definition of solid waste rule, the state review framework, and performance measures.
Update from EPA’s Office of Solid Waste and Emergency Response – Scott Sherman, EPA

· Scott shared information on EPA’s Action Plan and indicated that they were trying to consider the states in their planning and work.

· He indicated that EPA hopes to have a final Definition of Solid Waste rule out in the summer of 2008.  He said EPA is still working out legitimacy criteria issues.

· With regards to State-EPA Memoranda of Agreement, he stated that EPA was writing a process memo that they hope will help move these through faster.

· Scott stated that sustainability was becoming more of a focus for his office and that they were hoping to work with the states on some green activities.

Strategic Priorities

· The Committee agreed to focus on these priorities and any comments they wanted to provide to the Executive Committee on a call this fall.
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
