Committee members elected David Littell (ME) as Vice Chair of the committee.

II.        Presentations
· David Paylor (VA) & Jay Benforado (USEPA) led a discussion about a joint ECOS/EPA/Multi-State Working Group Project to focus on defining, measuring and communicating results from performance-based environmental/leadership programs.  
· Arleen O’Donnell led a discussion on emerging contaminants.  Blaine Rowley of the US Department of Energy provided an overview of the work of the Interagency Working Group on Emerging Contaminants.  David Littell (ME) presented information about Polybrominated diphenyl ethers PBDEs, flame retardants that have characteristics of endocrine disrupters interfering with the transmission and regulation of thyroid and reproductive hormones, and ME legislature’s overwhelming vote to ban PBDEs.
· WV indicated that it has passed a PBDE phase-out (Deca only) that will take effect when an alternate flame retardant is found
· CA indicated it has banned PentaBDE and OctaBDE
