FUNDING THE BORDER 2012 PROGRAM

WHEREAS, the U.S.-Mexico Border 2012 Program is a partnership among the U.S.

Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA), Mexico’s Secretariat for Environment and Natural

Resources (SEMARNAT), border region tribal governments, the six Mexican Border States, and the four U.S. border states; and

WHEREAS, the Border 2012 Program is a ten-year program spanning the period 2002-2012 whose mission is to “protect the environment and public health in the U.S.-Mexico border region, consistent with the principles of sustainable development;” and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Border States play a leadership role in the Border 2012 Program and work with other program partners to set priorities and make decisions regarding projects to improve air quality, water quality and other environmental conditions along the border; and

WHEREAS, the Border Environmental Infrastructure Fund (BEIF) has been an important source of financial support for efforts to improve environmental conditions along the border and, through match requirements, has leveraged substantial Mexican investments in water and wastewater system improvements in the border region; and

WHEREAS, the Border 2012 Program advances sound environmental principles through financially-responsible financial investments for environmental success; and

WHEREAS, environmental conditions along the U.S.-Mexico border are a shared concern among all states that benefit from international trade and economic development between the U.S. and

Mexico; and

WHEREAS, ECOS strongly supports the Border 2012 Program and the progress it has made improving public health and the environment in the U.S.-Mexico Border region.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

ECOS urges EPA to provide continued funding and support for the Border 2012 Program and its related Border Environmental Infrastructure Fund (BEIF) throughout the duration of the Border

2012 Program, and do so without reducing other resources committed to environmental issues.

ECOS urges continued congressional support for the Border 2012 Program as a model of international success that engages state governments and tribes as partners in shaping solutions to pressing environmental problems.

ECOS staff is directed to send a copy of this resolution to EPA, the Western Governors’ Association (WGA) and members of the U.S. Congressional Border Caucus.
