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IOGCC Carbon Capture and Storage Efforts – Larry Bengal, Arkansas OGCC

· Stated that the carbon capture and storage regulatory framework needed to include regulations on the following ownership and reservoir protection, UIC, heath and safety, and emissions trading.

· IOGCC has put out a primer on carbon capture and storage.

· IOGCC has also published a document, CO2 Storage: A Legal and Regulatory Guide for States,  that includes: model statutes and regulations, an overview of the ownership issue, and information on the resource management philosophy.

· Several states are working on developing regulations based on IOGCC’s information/model

· EPA is working on a carbon storage rule with plans to publish the proposed rule in July 2008, a notice of data availability in 2009, and a final rul in 2010 or 2011.  This proposed rule will not address: overall site licensing, property rights issues, eminent domain, creditation, or long-term caretaker responsibilities.

EPA’s Work Related to Carbon Sequestration – Mike Shapiro, US EPA

· Carbon sequestration is a priority for EPA’s Office of Water because of the UIC responsibilities.

· Although information for the regulations is still being developed, interim guidance was issued in March 2007.  

· EPA is working with the Department of Energy, the IOGCC, and the Groundwater Protection Council on this regulations.  Four states are represented in the group that is writing the regulations.

Wyoming’s Carbon Sequestration Work – John Corra, Wyoming DEQ

· The Wyoming Legislature had passed two bills related to carbon: one on pore space ownership and a second on carbon sequestration.  

· Wyoming’s permitting program is still being developed but it includes ownership issues, public notice information, and allows economic recovery of CO2 in the future if it becomes valuable.  

· Wyoming is putting together a working group which includes technical representatives from industry, oil and gas representatives, financial experts, and DEQ staff to look at the long-term liability issue.

Discussion

· Oklahoma is working on developing regulations and are working to sort out what part of the state government has jurisdiction since different agencies oversee different classes of wells.  In the absence of a federal rule, they are trying to guess what might be in it when it is published.

· Larry Bengal stated that he thought EPA’s rule create a new class of wells for which states would have to obtain primacy.

Suggestions for Next Meeting

· Have EPA present on proposed rule if it is out.

· Invite someone from the power generation industry to talk about economics.

· Update from John Corra on funding and other work in Wyoming.
