· ECOS supports fully funded, fully compliant annual budgets for EM cleanup

· ECOS supports recoup of cost savings from accelerated cleanups back into EM program

ECOS Areas of Interest

· Budget – Continued cleanup/ adequate baseline budgeting post-ARRA

· Waste Disposal – Onsite vs. offsite disposal of wastes/ considerations site to site

· NRDA – Integration of NRDA into cleanup agreements

· LTS – Long-term Stewardship for proper monitoring/ safeguarding of sites; funding; transfers

· Mercury Storage – Siting of storage facility; community acceptance; permitting; transportation/storage guidance; applicability of Export Ban

· Role and Interaction – Ensuring opportunities for member education/ information-sharing/ interaction with state and federal counterparts/ lessons learned/ site tours

· Challenge – Maintaining consensus that cleanup is priority as complex footprint shrinks
