Colleen Cripps Named Chair of the ECOS Federal Facilities Forum

 

The Environmental Council of the States (ECOS) is pleased to announce that Colleen Cripps (Administrator, Nevada DEP) has been named the new Chair of the Federal Facilities Forum (FFF).  The appointment was made effective today by ECOS President Richard Opper (Director, Montana DEQ).
Colleen will succeed Paul Sloan (Deputy Commissioner, Tennessee DEC) who served as FFF Chair for the past two years.  As Chair, Colleen will help foster a continued dialogue between state and federal officials regarding cleanup of federal facilities.  
Since its inception in 2004, the FFF has enjoyed the participation of DOE, EPA, and DOD officials at its events.  The FFF has had a particularly strong grant partnership with DOE— affording a special focus on issues relating to cleanup of DOE’s nuclear weapons complex.  With cleanup and monitoring activities being undertaken at more than 100 sites in 33 states, the complex poses one of the largest cleanup projects in the nation.  Nevada is host to ongoing cleanup operations at the Nevada National Security Site.

The next in-person meeting of the FFF will occur as a joint session with the ECOS-DOD Sustainability Work Group.  The meeting will occur on Monday, March 28 in Alexandria, Virginia as part of the ECOS Spring Meeting.  Top officials from DOE, DOD, and EPA will be invited to speak.  Once available, the forthcoming agenda will be posted online:  http://www.ecos.org/section/events
