The Environmental Council of the States (ECOS) is the national, non-profit, non-partisan 

association of state and territorial agency leaders. 

Mission Statement 
The purpose of ECOS is to improve the capability of state environmental agencies and their leaders to 
protect and improve human health and the environment of the United States of America.  
  
Our belief is that State government agencies are the keys to delivering environmental protection 
afforded by both Federal and State law. Further, ECOS provides leadership on environmental issues of 
national importance, and plays a critical role in facilitating a quality relationship between Federal and 
State agencies.  To fulfill its mission, ECOS will: 
  

�  Articulate, advocate, preserve and champion the role of the States in environmental 
management;  

�  Provide for the exchange of ideas, views and experiences among States and with others;  

�  Foster cooperation and coordination in environmental management; and  

�  Articulate state positions to Congress, Federal agencies, and the public on environmental 
issues. 

History 
ECOS was established in December 1993 at a meeting of approximately 20 states in Phoenix, Arizona. 
Initially operated out of the state office of the first association president, ECOS then retained a Washington 
firm to represent its interests. Near the end of 1994, a decision was made to switch to a more traditional 
organization style with a permanent staff. The first full-time executive director began work on March 1, 
1995, and the first Washington, DC, office was opened on May 1, 1995. ECOS is a 501(c)(6) non-profit 
organization.  

The Environmental Research Institute of the States (ERIS) 
The Environmental Research Institute of the States is the education and research arm  

of the Environmental Council of States. 

The purposes of ERIS are: 

�  To improve the environment of the United States; and  

�  To further the understanding of the roles and activities of the states in the federal system with 
respect to environmental protection; and  
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�  To conduct environmental policy research including the dissemination of results through 
publications, meetings, electronic media, and similar venues; and  

�  To act as a forum where state environmental policy makers interact with other environmental 
stakeholders regarding environmental policy in the United States; and  

�  To provide education programs to assist in the development of environmental policy in the 
United States; and  

�  To support and operate on behalf of the Environmental Council of the States. 

ERIS is a 501(c)(3) educational and research non-profit association. Unlike ECOS, whose members are 
the 50 states and the territories' environmental officers, ERIS is not a membership organization. ERIS 
has ongoing projects, which are educational in nature or involve research into one of the areas outlined 
in the purposes listed above. 

The Interstate Technology and Regulatory Council 
ITRC is a program of ERIS, which is responsible for legal and fiscal management of ITRC, including 

providing final approval of individual voting members of the ITRC Board of Advisors, approval of the 
ITRC budget, and final approval of the ITRC Governance Document and Strategic Plan. As the parent 

organization to ERIS, ECOS is responsible for providing direct administrative support to ITRC. 
Administrative support includes ECOS staff; contracting for support personnel; and financial 

management. 

 
The Interstate Technology and Regulatory Council (ITRC) is a public-private coalition working to 

eliminate barriers to the use of innovative environmental technologies, so that compliance costs are 

reduced and clean-up efficacy is maximized.  ITRC produces documents and training that broaden and 

deepen technical knowledge and expedite quality regulatory decision-making, while protecting human 

health and the environment.  ITRC achieves its mission through its technical teams, which are composed 

of environmental professionals, including state and federal environmental regulators, federal agency 

representatives, industry experts, community stakeholders, and academia.  Over the past 10 years, ITRC 

has published over 100 documents and reached 70,000 participants through training courses on 50 

topics.  With private and public sector members from all 50 states and the District of Columbia, ITRC 

truly provides a national perspective. ITRC receives financial support from the U.S. Department of 

Energy, the U.S. Department of Defense, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, and private-sector 

members.

Testimonies 
Integral parts of the ECOS mission involve championing the role of the States in environmental 
protection and articulating state positions to Congress, federal agencies, and the public on environmental 
issues.  This mission is often advanced by writing letters, making presentations, and working in coalition 
with other groups to advocate on behalf of the States on environmental matters.   
This past year, the following testimonies were presented: 
 
ECOS Testimony to House on Use of Interim Guidance: “States object to U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency’s (EPA) practice of combining ‘interim guidance’ with ‘objection authority’ which is 
being use for Clean Water Act requirements associated with mountain top removal mining.  There are 
many problems with this new technique, not the least of which is that it forces state environmental 
agencies to violate either federal law or their own state laws.  States believe EPA’s practice is contrary 
to the Administrative Procedures Act and is bad public policy.  By using ‘interim’ guidance, EPA 
insulates itself from court review because courts routinely reject cases that are filed based on interim 
actions by saying that the action is not final.  Fortunately, EPA can easily remedy our objection by 
finalizing its guidance and making it judicially reviewable.” – Presented by Teresa Marks, Secretary-
Treasurer of ECOS on May 5, 2011 to the Subcommittee on Water Resources and Environment. 
 
2012 Budget Testimony: “The States are co-regulators with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) in the implementation of the nation’s environmental laws.  States implement nearly all federal 
environmental regulations that EPA is eligible to delegate to them, including the permitting, inspections, 
enforcement, monitoring, and data collection.  Congress provides about 20% of the cost to a state 
through the ‘categorical grants’ portion of the STAG budget within EPA’s budget, but this amount has 
declined while EPA has added many new rules for states to implement.  We recommend that the 
Committee and the House pass the EPA 2012 budget proposal for the categorical grants portion of 
STAG.” – Presented by Richard Opper, President of ECOS on April 15, 2011 to the Subcommittee on 
Interior, Environmental and Related Agencies. 
 
ECOS Testimony to House on FY11 EPA Budget: “The States’ environmental agencies collectively 
support the President’s 2011 State and Tribal Assistance Grants (STAG) budget request, and specifically 
support the Categorical Grants portion of that request, with the exception that we believe the Public 
Water System Supervision (PWSS) grant should be provided the same increase as the Clean Water Act 
106 grant.” – Presented by R. Steven Brown, Executive Director of ECOS on March 19, 2010 to the 
Subcommittee on Interior, Environment, and Related Agencies. 
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Research and Policy Highlights 
ECOS has steadily increased the base level of practical research and policy development support related 
to state environmental agencies. This year was no exception. Here are some examples: 
 

State Agency Support 
 
Federal Support for States in an Era of Declining State Revenue 
ECOS supported the President's 2011 Budget Proposal which contained a substantial increase for 
the categorical grants portion of the State and Tribal Assistance Grants. This increase reversed a 6-year 
trend of flat or declining federal support for state environmental agency work. This proposal was 
propitious because the combination of many new rules (climate reporting, coal combustion waste, 
tailoring, etc.) that are due in 2011, along with the expected bad budget year for states, means a very 
tough budget year is coming. ECOS will be working with EPA, the Office of Management and Budget 
and Congress to support this increase.  ECOS continues to work with EPA for its preparation for both 
the 2011 budget, and the 2012 budget. 
 
Lean Processes 
State environmental leaders are successfully leveraging Lean approaches to improve the quality of the 
services they deliver to a wide range of customers. Maximizing cost efficiencies and minimizing budget 
cuts and employee lay-offs are paramount for today’s public sector official. Lean events have cut lead 
times for air and water permit reviews, reduced the complexity and redundancy of administrative tasks 
and procedures, and improved the quality of state agency reporting, products, and services. The Lean 
process improves relationships among and between states and stakeholders, U.S. EPA regions, and EPA 
headquarters. Most importantly, Lean helps states to more efficiently and effectively reach their 
environmental protection goals. States can share information through the ECOS-maintained Inventory of 
State Lean Events and State Contact Information���

 

Environmental Information Management and The Exchange Network 
State environmental agencies collect and manage a tremendous amount of information that is routinely 
shared with U.S. EPA as part of the delegation agreements enabling states to run environmental 
programs.  In 1998, State agencies, through ECOS, and U.S. EPA formed a working group to address 
issues related to information management and, more specifically, data exchange.  Their vision led to the 
design and development of the National Environmental Information Exchange Network. 
 
The National Environmental Information Exchange Network is a dynamic partnership among states, 
tribes, and the EPA that is transforming the way the partners exchange environmental information.  State 
agencies on the Exchange Network establish and maintain servers called Network “Nodes” that are 
securely connected to the Internet.  All 50 states have established a presence on the Exchange Network 
by developing a Network Node.  This technology gives states a single standardized way to share data 
rather than maintaining unique mechanisms for different environmental programs. 
 
The objectives of the Exchange Network are to: 

�  Improve the timeliness and accuracy of data 
�  Reduce the burden and costs associated with reporting data 
�  Enhance data access for environmental professionals 
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�  Support better decisions on environmental health issues 
 

The Exchange Network is jointly managed by representatives from state environmental agencies, U.S. 
EPA, and tribal organizations.  The Exchange Network Leadership Council (ENLC) provides high-
level leadership and direction for the Network.  The primary sub-group of the Council, the Network 
Operations Board (NOB), supports the Network’s day-to-day operations.  The ENLC developed a 
Strategic Plan for the Exchange Network.  The Plan establishes the strategic direction for the Network 
and codifies the ENLC’s commitment to building and implementing a state-of-the-art means for 
exchanging environmental data and supporting better environmental decisions.  
 
ECOS offers States several additional avenues to engage one another and EPA on information 
management issues.  The ECOS Data Management Work Group (DMWG), established in 1998, 
addresses information management issues in the States. 
 
The State/EPA Environmental Information Technology Leadership Council (EITLC), chartered two 
years ago to replace the Information Management Work Group (IMWG), provides a collaborative 
leadership forum for information technology leaders to transfer knowledge, share solutions, and provide 
opportunities for creative thinking.  EITLC teams expect to complete work in FY 2011 on the following 
issues: 

�  Digital Inspectors and Collaborative Development 
�  Electronic Reporting 
�  Web 2.0 Technologies 
�  Data Publishing 

 

Committee Work 
ECOS has established six standing committees that are responsible for identifying, discussing and 
articulating policy in their areas. All six committees, Air, Water, Waste, Compliance, Planning, and 
Cross-Media, have active and lively discussions during the ECOS semi-annual meetings. Through this 
structure of work groups and committees, ECOS is able to raise issues for policy discussion and debate. 
Often these discussions will evolve into a formal policy resolution or will support testimony for future 
legislation.

The Air Committee targets its energy on air related issues such as New Source Review, global climate 
change, and mercury deposition.  The Climate & Energy Subcommittee focuses on the challenges and 
solutions related to implementing greenhouse gas initiatives and programs, as well as energy initiatives. 
 
In the last few years, the Air Committee has adopted the following major policy resolutions, which have 
been instrumental in communicating states’ positions to the U.S. EPA and the U.S. Congress during the 
development of legislation and regulations: 

�  Retention of Clean Air Act Waiver of California Emissions Standards and State Adoption of 
California Standards 

�  On the Authorization of the Federal Surface Transportation Bill and the Congestion Mitigation 
and Air Quality Improvement Program 
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�  Reducing Environmental Factors that Affect Asthma in Children 
�  Comprehensive National Mercury Monitoring 
�  On the Need to Ensure that Up-to-Date, Protective National Ambient Air Quality Standards are 

Promulgated and Implemented 
�  Meaning of "Solid Waste" under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) as it 

Applies to Non-Hazardous Waste Programs 
�  On Multi-Pollutant Strategies for the Control of Air Pollution 
�  Reducing Greenhouse Gas Emissions 
�  Change to the United States Environmental Protection Agency's "Once In, Always In" Policy 
�  Funding for Monitoring Under the Clean Air Act Section 103 and Section 105 Authorities 
�  Preserving States' Rights to Regulate Greenhouse Gas Emissions.

The Waste Committee was established to facilitate discussions among states on hazardous and non-
hazardous waste issues including those related to the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act and 
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act. Among the committee's 
priorities are: promoting strong federal budget support for state agencies; advocating the role of states as 
co-regulators and pursuing oversight reform; and championing burden reduction, flexibility, and 
streamlining of processes to focus on environmental results. 
 
Major accomplishments in the past year include: 

�  Strengthened relations with U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Office of Solid Waste and 
Environmental Response (EPA OSWER) through periodic leadership meetings and the 
development of quarterly calls for committee members. Met with Assistant Administrator for 
OSWER Mathy Stanislaus at the 2010 Spring Meeting and Deputy Assistant Administrator Lisa 
Feldt at the 2010 Annual Meeting. Participated in the first two semi-annual OSWER-state 
webinars, which focused on EPA’s Community Engagement Initiative and sustainability, as well 
as a new member video conference with Stanislaus. Provided input on EPA’s National Programs 
Managers’ guidance.   

�  Maintained close working relations with leadership and staff of the Association of State and 
Territorial Solid Waste Management Officials through participation in meetings and conference 
calls. Met with ASTSWMO’s President at the 2010 Spring and Annual Meetings. 

�  Facilitated passage of resolutions on the regulation of coal combustion residuals (CCR), national 
sustainable materials management, the definition of solid waste under the Resource Conservation 
and Recovery Act (RCRA), and support for ECOS affiliate Interstate Technology and 
Regulatory Council. Facilitated discussion of an upcoming resolution on lead wheel weights.    

�  Advocated ECOS position on the management of CCR during meetings with Hill staff and 
stakeholder representatives and in comments to EPA on its proposed rule as well as 
correspondence to House leaders.

The ECOS Water Committee was established to facilitate discussions among states on water issues 
including those related to the Clean Water Act, Safe Drinking Water Act, Beaches Environmental 
Assessment and Coastal Health (BEACH) Act of 2000, and other federal statutes enacted to restore and 
maintain oceans, watersheds, and their aquatic ecosystems. The Water Committee advocates the role of 
states as co-regulators primarily through a continuing relationship with the EPA Office of Water.  The 
Committee discusses EPA policies, guidance, and regulatory activities to determine the need for ECOS 
policy positions on national environmental issues. 
 
Issues discussed in 2010-2011 with the Assistant Administrator for the U.S. EPA Office of Water 
include: 

�  American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) grant to states to capitalize the State 
Revolving Fund (SRF) programs 

�  ARRA requirements – 20 percent set aside for green projects, including green infrastructure, 
energy or water efficiency, and environmentally innovative activities; Buy American 

�  Clean water strategy (Coming Together for Clean Water) 
�  Clean Water Act Enforcement Action Plan 
�  Administrator’s new drinking water strategy 
�  Nonpoint source pollution (nutrients) 
�  Stormwater rule 
�  Chesapeake Bay TMDL 
�  CAFO rules 
�  Water conservation/efficiency, re-use, recycling, nexus to energy efficiency and 

conservation 
�  Clean Water Act definition, jurisdiction, legislation 
�  Ground water and mining (hydraulic fracturing)

Compliance Committee

The Compliance Committee focuses on enforcement and compliance assistance issues the federal and 
states governments face across the country. Currently, there are two main areas of focus which overlap 
somewhat – EPA’s Clean Water Act Action Plan and revisions to the State Review Framework. 
 
States, through the Compliance Committee and in coordination with ASIWPCA, are providing state 
input and insights to EPA staff as they develop the Clean Water Act Action Plan. EPA is developing this 
Plan to improve permitting and enforcement efforts aimed at addressing major stressors on water 
quality. The four goals under the Plan are to improve water quality, improve compliance, strengthen 
state and EPA performance, and increase transparency.  Specifically, states have: 

�  Been represented by ECOS and ASIWPCA members on a Steering Committee and other 
committees developing the Plan; 

�  Met with the Assistant Administrators for the Offices of Water and Enforcement and 
Compliance Assurance about the Plan; and 

�  Have provided early input to EPA as they begin to write an electronic reporting rule for NPDES 
facilities as part of implementing the Plan. 

 
EPA, with OECA as a lead, has also recently rolled out a draft plan to change the State Review 
Framework (SRF) process for the third round which begins in FY 2012.  Their revised process looks to 
streamline the data collected as part of the SRF by dropping some metrics and moving some to the 
annual data verification process.   
While this is a new effort, states have already: 

�  Attended webinars on the new metrics and a proposed state dashboard; 
�  Assembled a workgroup to be the focus of interactions with EPA on this work; and 
�  Asked OECA to present more information on this work to the Compliance Committee 

 
Through interactions with EPA on Committee calls and at Committee meetings, states have also worked 
to have EPA address some other topics such as: 

�  Inconsistent definition of formal vs. informal enforcement under various federal statutes; 
�  Including Compliance Assistance, not just enforcement, in the 2011-2015 Strategic Plan; and 
�  Encouraging OECA to expand the compliance assistance given to small businesses to go beyond 

Clean Air Act requirements.

The Planning Committee is responsible for the following primary areas for ECOS: state-EPA 
relationship; budget; strategic planning, performance measurement; reporting burden reduction; 
consultation and federalism issues; grants administration; and state-federal data exchange and reporting. 
Under the Planning Committee are the following groups: the Partnership and Performance Workgroup 
(P&P) and its State Grants Subgroup and the Data Management Workgroup (DMWG) and its Exchange 
Network Leadership Council (ENLC), Network Operations Board, and Environmental Information 
Technology Leadership Council (EITLC).  
 
Planning Committee accomplishments of the past year include: 
Advocated State Priorities and Minimized Burden 

�  Provided input to EPA senior leadership to help improve the State-EPA relationship, including 
how best to meet our mutual goals under increasingly constrained state and federal budgets. 

�  Facilitated ECOS’s input to EPA on updates to its 2011-2015 Strategic Plan including its new 
cross-cutting strategy on building state partnerships and on EPA’s draft FY11 and draft FY12 
National Program Manager (NPM) guidance. 

�  Facilitated revisions to EPA's Office of Water Guidance on FY10 Section 106 additional funding 
for enforcement to minimize state burden. 

�  Working jointly with EPA, developed a workable solution to respond to the Office of 
Management and Budget (OMB) regarding its desire for greater information on state grant 
performance. EPA has issued new grant guidance (GPI 11-03) in response.

Financial Officer (OCFO) and EPA's Chief Information Officer/Assistant Administrator, Office 
of Environmental Information (OEI).

�  Led adoption of ECOS resolutions on children's health and the National Children's Study. 

New Rule Consultation 
�  Facilitated an on-going ECOS speaking role in EPA's rule-writer's training class highlighting 

state implementation needs related to new rule development and issuance. 
�  Led discussions with EPA and the ECOS Executive Committee on concerns related to EPA's 

consultation with states and EPA's efforts to estimate state implementation costs of new rules. 
Grants Administration 

�  Provided state input to EPA's ARRA (stimulus) coordination efforts including development of 
related guidance, assistance in improving EPA's external messaging about state ARRA 
performance, and clarifying Section 1512 reporting.

The core mission of the Cross-Media Committee (CMC) is to launch and implement innovative multi-
media initiatives to increase the effectiveness of state and federal governments for preventing or 
reducing pollution, and protecting public health and the environment.  The current focus of the CMC 
and its subgroups is wide-ranging and includes management of chemicals and toxics, with special 
attention on mercury.  The committee and its subgroups also focus on emerging contaminants, including 
pharmaceuticals and nanomaterials as well as issues pertaining to the cleanup of federal facilities.  In 
recent years, the committee has expanded its focus to include Green Chemistry and Design-for-the-
Environment.  The following groups are active subgroups of the CMC: Quicksilver Caucus, Federal 
Facilities Forum, ECOS-DOD Sustainability Work Group, Local Government Work Group, 
Environmental Results Consortium Forum, and the Emerging Contaminants Work Group.  
 
Recent accomplishments include: 

�  TSCA Reform– In August 2010, ECOS passed a policy resolution supporting reform of the 
Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) so that EPA can better ensure chemicals are safe. 

�  Dental Amalgam– In 2008 and 2009, EPA used a non-regulatory approach for addressing 
mercury pollution from dental amalgam and did not consult with the states regarding this 
approach.  In March 2010, ECOS began urging EPA to require dental facilities to use amalgam 
separators and best management practices.  In October 2010, EPA announced it would regulate 
dental facilities by 2013.  EPA staffers have acknowledged that ECOS involvement was 
influential for changing the agency’s position on this issue. 

�  Mercury Export Ban/ International Mercury Treaty– ECOS advocated for the Mercury Export 
Ban in 2007.  The bill was signed into law in 2008.  ECOS urged the State Department to push 
for an international mercury treaty in late 2008 and the UN recently decided to pursue a treaty 
largely because of new support from the United States in early 2009. 

�  Nanomaterials– In October 2009, the committee secured a meeting with White House Office of 
Science and Technology Policy personnel and other federal officials to discuss state concerns 
regarding potential health risks from nanomaterials.  This effort has improved state-federal 
communications on this issue. 

�  Nuclear Cleanup Budgets– In March 2010, ECOS passed a resolution urging the Department of 
Energy to request annual budgets from Congress large enough to meet their cleanup agreements 
at nuclear weapon sites.  In February 2011, the agency announced a fiscal year 2012 budget 
request with an increase of $200M for environmental management over the previous year’s 
request, arguing the increased funds are necessary for meeting cleanup obligations. 

�  Other Policies– The Committee has contributed to 19 policy resolutions currently on the books. 
�  Reports– The Committee has contributed to recently-published reports on the following topics:  

emerging contaminants, disposal of radioactive waste, and natural resource damage assessment. 
Issues of Interest 

�  Chemicals Management, Toxics (Special Focus on Mercury), Emerging Contaminants, 
Pesticides, Pharmaceuticals, Nanomaterials, Pollution  Prevention, Product Stewardship, Green 
Chemistry, Design-for-the-Environment, Cross-Office Collaborations, Innovative Programming, 
Cleanup of Federal Facilities (Hazardous, Radiological, and Munitions Waste Cleanups at 
Defense Sites and Nuclear Weapon Sites),  Sustainability of Defense Sites, Long-term 
Stewardship of Sites, Dept of Defense Reimbursement of State Oversight Activities, Formerly 
Used Defense Sites. 
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Federal Facilities  
Many state environmental agencies have staff dedicated to overseeing pollution cleanup activities 
undertaken by various federal agencies at federal facilities.  In order to provide a forum for dialogue and 
information sharing between state and federal officials on this field of work, the ECOS Federal Facilities 
Forum (FFF) was established in April 2004. 
 
Separately, the ECOS-U.S. Department of Defense (DOD) Sustainability Work Group (SWG) was 
established in April 2004 to provide a forum for dialogue between ECOS members and DOD and U.S. 
EPA officials tasked with environmental management duties at defense facilities.  Through their 
involvement with the ECOS-DOD SWG, ECOS members have collaborated with DOD and EPA 
officials to draft policy documents focused on developing appropriate approaches to the environmental 
challenges that exist at U.S. defense sites.   
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Green Reports 
Beginning in Fall 2007, ECOS began publishing an online monthly publication to bring readers 

extensive coverage and a variety of perspectives on current environmental topics. Each report examines 
one topic in-depth, and many of the articles will emanate from the ECOS standing committees 

themselves. Between July 2010 and April 2011, ECOS published six Green Reports. 
 

March 2011 ECOS Green Report - Growing the Grassroots: Integrating Environmental Justice 
into the Toxics Release Inventory Program 

The Environmental Council of the States (ECOS), through the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency Toxics Release Inventory Program, recently has focused outreach efforts on assisting the 
Environmental Justice (EJ) community. TRI has proven to be one of the most effective tools for 
environmental advocates to decipher potential environmental and public health hazards in their 
neighborhoods. By targeting this group, ECOS hopes to further enhance the EJ community’s ability 
to access and use TRI information.  Most recently, ECOS focused on raising awareness of EJ-TRI 
related issues through a small grants program by awarding three grants under its current five-year 
TRI Cooperative Agreement with EPA. World Resources Institute, an environmental think tank and 
one of the grant recipients, identified key barriers to accessing information from TRI for individuals 
and groups within the EJ community.  As part of this undertaking, WRI developed policy goals and 
steps for an integrated approach to better serving EJ communities.     

December 2010 ECOS Green Report - Recent U.S. EPA Positions on Interim Guidance, Rules, 
and Policies 

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has been adopting a growing number of policies 
and undocumented changes in administrative processes that present several potential problems for 
states. These policies include:  

 
1. The issuance of interim guidance coupled with objection authority;  
2. Reinterpretations and application of existing draft policies; and  
3. Implementation of rules that neglect State Implementation Plans (SIPs).  

 
This report presents known cases of these policies, and discusses some of their consequences. The 
report is not intended to be a legal review, but instead a review of recent actions and policies, and 
their implications for state and federal roles in implementing national environmental policies. 

November 2010 ECOS Green Report - Measuring the Benefits of Land Revitalization: State 
Successes and Challenges 

Most states have strong programs to revitalize contaminated lands, and these efforts are key to 
states’ success in achieving their sustainability missions while promoting economic development. As 
remediation programs generally are found in state environmental agencies, principal measures of 
success have been linked to the amount of environmental restoration accomplished and the public 
health and ecological resources protected. 
 
However, in cleanup and revitalization programs, another critical area of success is the economic 
benefit of making contaminated land available for safe reuse. The Environmental Council of the 
States (ECOS) has identified the measurement and valuation of cleanup and revitalization as an issue 
in need of attention.  
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In the course of their participation in the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Strategic 
Plan process and National Program Managers’ Guidance process, the states identified land 
revitalization as a priority they shared with EPA. Several ECOS members have met with 
representatives of EPA to discuss possible options for working together to advance this priority, and 
there has been general consensus that cross-program measures of the benefits of cleanup and 
revitalization are critical to the continued success of state programs.  

October 2010 ECOS Green Report - Empowering Communities: 2010 State Environmental 
Initiatives  

Faced with continued budgetary pressures, state environmental agencies are finding ways to operate 
better and leaner, and to craft forward-looking solutions to some of the nation’s most pressing 
environmental challenges.  For more than a decade, ECOS has asked its members to share 
information on innovative programs, whether in the environment they are charged with protecting or 
the agencies they are charged with leading.  Three years ago, the association launched the State 
Program Innovations Awards to recognize innovations that most pique members’ interest. 
 
The 2010 innovations awards, presented in August at the ECOS Annual Meeting in Whitefield, New

September 2010 ECOS Green Report - State Experiences with Natural Resource Damage 
Assessment at Nuclear Weapons Complex Sites 

More than a dozen States are host to federal nuclear weapons complex facilities (the “complex”) that 
are operated and maintained by the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) and other federal agencies.  
Many of these facilities are contaminated with various types of radioactive, hazardous, and mixed 
wastes.  A patchwork of federal and state laws determine how these sites may be remediated via 
federal facility cleanup agreements made between States and DOE.   
 
A separate set of laws determine how States and Indian Tribes may calculate the value of natural 
resources they have lost due to contamination, and determine how they may seek compensation for 
these losses.  This process of natural resources damage assessment (NRDA) is the focus of this 
report.  The experiences of several state environmental agencies, as they attempt to determine and 
recoup natural resource damages at the sites they host, are profiled here. 

August 2010 ECOS Green Report - Status of State Environmental Agency Budgets, 2009-2010 

This report reviews state environmental agency budgets for fiscal years 2009 to 2011, focusing on 
the non-infrastructure portions of these budgets, which are used to implement federally delegated 
programs and state laws.  Infrastructure fund are primarily the State Revolving Loan Funds (SRF).  
We included administrative funds associated with the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 
2009 (ARRA) when states could provide them.  Thus, this report attempts to gauge the general 
financial health and spending habits of state environmental agencies.
