Inform all ECOS members of the status of such efforts and projected events related to them;


Coordinate ECOS responses, as appropriate, to proposals in this area;


Advise EPA and others, when they so request, as to ways in which such proposals can be made more effective;


Share information among ECOS members regarding these activities in various States and territories.
